Proof for That Zhuge Xuan Died in Xicheng

Abstract: Records about Zhuge Xuan in The History of the Three Kingdoms by Chen Shou were too brief and the
records about Zhuge Xuan in Xiandi Chungiu by Yuan Ye gave some detailed supplements.
